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What’s a Novena?

There is scarcely any need to
explain the idea of a novena to an
older generation so my brief
explanation is for those who have
forgotten their purpose or never
had it explained to them. It is a
prayer event that takes place over | | |
a nine day period and usually
made in honour of a particular Saint. It can be local to a
particular church or wide spread throughout the church
generally. | personally remember St Peter’s in Phibsboro packed
to the rafters for the novena to the Miraculous Medal held there
on a Monday night in the 40s and 50s.| made a point of attending
the Novena to the Our Lady of Perpetual Help in Clonard
monastery, Belfast when considering my vocation. | share a
conviction with many others that they are important to the
Church and assist many people to develop there spiritual lives.
They can lead to even greater dedication to God and his church
and also to personal spiritual growth.Novenas are rooted in past
ages but they still have a real function in these present times.

What sort of blessings can come from a novena? People feel that
they have someone to go to for help when they were in need.
They attend a novena and feel consoled and present their needs
to God through the Saint’s intercession or influence. | am
convinced people learn to trust God through novenas and are
assisted in following the Lord more closely. Not everyone has
the same problem but all problems have a need to be addressed.
Praying a novena is a most wholesome way of submitting a
problem to the Lord.The wonderful thing about a novena is that
people mostly come away feeling the better of it and at peace
with themselves and the world.

The Novena of Grace has great popularity in Dublin.The novena
is held annually in Gardener St from March 4th March |2th. Its
origin is the life of Francis Xavier (1506-1552) who was born
into a religious family in Navarre, Spain. The father died
unexpectedly when the children were quite young and the family
experienced great difficulties. Francis left for Paris to try to
change family fortunes.In Paris he met with a Jesuit priest named
Francis Loyola and was greatly influenced by him.Xavier became
a disciple of Loyola and was ordained a Jesuit in due course. His
first appointment was as a missionary to India where he spent
most of his adult life. He died in the year 1552 leaving a huge
pastoral legacy behind him. Shortly after his death a young man
was cured of serious illness and so a novena commenced in his
honour. It spread worldwide and was first celebrated in Ireland
in 1712.

The parish of Beaumont this year will honour the Saint on March
6th, 7th, 8th and 9.th Talks will be given during morning masses
by Fr Joe Mothersill O Carm. He will speak at the 10 am Mass
on both the 6th and 7th and then the 9 am Mass on the 8th and
9th.You can also make your own Novena by tuning into Mass on
our parish radio or simply making a private novena at home.
Here is a prayer you could say for the nine days.

Dear Lord,
To day | praise you with St Francis, for all the gifts you have given to
the world and also to me. | ask you especially for the following

request...(name request)...if it be for my good or the good of person
I’m praying for. My only desire in life is to do your will and for all
others to do the same. Amen.

Chairperson,Noreen Maher opened the meeting
at 8.13 pm and welcomed everybody. She
extended a particular welcome to the immigrant
neighbours present and thanked all for their
attendance.

Noreen advised the meeting that the minutes of
last years AGM were published in the March 2006
issue of The Beaumont News and should be taken
as read and asked that they be adopted. Bettie
Kavanagh proposed and Angelia Lee seconded.
Vote taken and AGM minutes were adopted.

Des Maguire presented the ‘Secretary’s Report’
Bernie Bolger presented the ‘Treasurer’s Report’
Both reports were adopted.

The three serving Trustees;Noreen Maher, Anne
Maher and Chris Foy were ratified for another
year.

Chairperson (Noreen Maher) advised that
outgoing Committee Members; Thomas Doyle
and Connie Butler were not presenting for
election and were stepping down for personal
reasons.Nancy Noone stepped down during the
year. Noreen Maher thanked them for their great
work with the Association and their service to
the community.

Noreen Maher paid a special thanks to the ‘Road
Reps’ and ‘Helpers’ for their great work and
assistance during the year. They are seldom
acknowledged for their background work.

Chairpersons proceeded to accept nominations
for Committee Members. Fourteen nominations
were received as follows:Deirdre Higgins,Bernie
Bolger, James Cheng, Anne Maher, Chris Foy,
Frank O’Driscoll, Samuel Bolton, Phyllis
Redmond, Noreen Maher, Tony King,Pat Martin,
Joan Ennis, Sean Mullins, Des Maguire. Each
nominee was proposed,seconded and voted on.

Chairperson then proceeded to seek volunteers
for ‘Road Reps’. Thirteen people offered their
services as follows; Frank Gurry, Thomas
Hopper, Marcella O’'Donoghoe, Margaret Doyle,
Aidan Buckley, Laura Ennis, Bobby Ennis,

Roger Farrell, Connie Butler, Loraine O'Toole,
Roi Lacey, Kay Maguire, Sharon ?

All were accepted by a block vote.

Chairperson asked the meeting to consider an
increase in the Association’s subscription fee. A
short discussion took place on whither it should
increase to €12 or €15 or remain unchanged at
€10. Brian Traynor proposed that it should
increase to €15.This proposal was seconded by
Bernie Hammond and was carried almost
unanimously.

Chairperson introduced Garda Martin O’Brien
and Sergeant Noel Pepper from Clontarf Garda
Station and Garda Fintan Curley from Whitehall
Station.

Garda O’Brien spoke on the low levels of crime
in our area and he concurred with the
Secretaries Report in this matter. He thanked
BRA and Neighbourhood Watch for their great
work and cooperation. He said there is a high
level of undercover Garda activity in the
Beaumont area, monitoring the movements of
known and suspected criminals in and passing
through the area. He also advised that people
should not leave their car keys in the hall table
inside the door where they may be visible to
thieves.Houses are broken into for keys to a car
— particularly if the car is a high-powered vehicle.
House keys should not be left in back doors of
houses — it is a very common habit and a
dangerous one.Thieves are aware with this.

Garda Curley spoke about the importance of
reporting incidents -however small and
suspicious activities, to the Gardai.lf the Gardai
are not made aware of crimes they cannot act on
them.The information supplied to the Gardai will
help prevent similar things happening to others
—this is particularly important in respect to
burglaries.If the Gardai do not get calls from the
area,the area will not receive the attention it may
deserve from the Gardai.The best number to call
is 999 and the call will be given to the Patrol

nearest the incident.

Sergeant Pepper expressed his satisfaction at
being invited and with the large attendance. He
spoke about young people and their activities.
He asked parents and grandparents to be vigilant
and keep a close eye on their teenagers; who
they are with,where they are and what they are
doing. So often, he sees good young boys and
girls falling in with bad company and gangs
without the knowledge of parents —and so easy
for it to happen.Graffiti is becoming a problem
in the area and some of the gangs are
responsible for this illegal activity. They are being
caught and prosecuted.

Sergeant Pepper warned of People calling on
homes of older residents,offering to pave their
driveways, etc. Many of these callers are
criminals and should not be engaged and should
not be allowed into your home. They have vans
and only mobile telephone numbers, some are
from Northern Ireland.Use only recommended
and reputable contractors.

Chairperson thanked the Gardai for their
presence and contributions.She then requested
questions from the meeting under AOB.

Q: What were the results of survey in
respect to introduction of Ramps?

A:Cooleen Avenue;60% in favour and 40% against
the introduction of Ramps.

Coolatree Park;90% in favour and 10% against the
introduction of Ramps.

Dissatisfaction was expressed with NTL
Contractors for the state in which they left the
grass margins after the excavations and cables
laying. NTL erected a large control cabinet
outside on the verge blocking the entrance to a
driveway on Cooleen Avenue. The house owner
had to force NTL to remove the cabinet.It was
agreed that such practice is not acceptable.

Concern over car parking,the lack of car parking
space and the resulting congestion is the biggest
issue Beaumont is facing today. A number of
members wanted Dublin City Council to turn
the grass verge into a hard standing space for
parking a car.There appears to be some ‘by-laws’
preventing this from happening. However, if
individual home owner’s carryout this works
themselves,DCC generally will not object.Many
house owners are removing their front garden
wall, paving the garden and using it as a car
parking facility —particularly where there is more
than one car in the household.

Serious concern expressed about a ‘green area’
between Shantalla Drive and Beaumont Grove;
“It’s like a war zone, youths setting fire to trees
and everything ...” Gangs frequent the vacant
sheds (once belonging to Kitty’s and now closed)
The sheds back onto the green and the sheds
are used to store the gang’s ‘gear’. Garda Curley
undertook to make appropriate inquiries as to
who now owns the sheds and investigate this
problem.

Chairpersons closed the meeting at 9.20 by
thanking everyone for attending.

INTERVIEW

Driving rain and storm force winds almost wrenched
the car door from its hinges as | stepped out onto the
road on a dark winters evening in Dromawling.| rapidly
negotiated the driveway to the house to meet my 6.00
pm appointment. | was about to knock when the door
opened and | was greeted by two smiling female faces and
a great blast of heat.One of the girls introduced herself
“I'm Sheelan and this in my mom” Her mother could
readily pass for her sister. After the warm welcome and
hand shakes | was ushered into a lovely cosy sitting room.
A coffee table in the centre of the room contained a large
dish of fresh fruit and a large plate of assorted biscuits, |
was invited to help myself to the display. Mom offered tea
or coffee and | opted for coffee which was served with
the efficiency and finesse one would expect in the best
coffee shops.As | sipped the coffee and listened to both ladies tell me their
stories,| was truly taken by their warmth, welcome and openness to me. It
was my first time to enter the home of a Muslim family and it was my first
time to meet with anyone from Iran. | did not know what to expect even
though | had visions of being greeted by Burqas,Khimars,Veils and the Koran
—I was completely wrong and | was so delighted to be wrong this time. There
was no sight of any religious paraphernalia whatsoever and both ladies were
wearing very normal Dublin attire

Sheelan’s mother tells me she is an Architect and is registered with the
Royal Institute of Architects of Ireland (RIAl).Her opinion of Irish Architecture
is that unlike Iran, Ireland does not have its own style of Architecture. In
particular, residential accommodation is very different from Iran.The buildings
in Tehran are mostly high-rise and range from 5 to 25 floors. Living
accommodation is on one level and open plan —no upstairs downstairs like her
current two storey accommodation.She found going up and down stairs took
some getting used to.

Sheelan Yosusefizadeh, her brother and her mother arrived in Ireland
about four years ago and set up home initially in Kildare town.They chose
Ireland because it was a Democratic Republic, English speaking and felt it
would be a nice place to live and rear a family. Sheelan enrolled in a primary
school in Kildare for about six months.Her English was very poor at first but
she found the Teachers very good and really helpful to her. Having come from
Tehran a large city and capital of Iran,they found Kildare a little small,lonely
and remote. They decided to move to Dublin and get a place near the city
centre and with reasonably good public transport. A house in Beaumont
became available, fitted the bill and the Landlord was very nice so they moved
to Beaumont in May 2003.Sheelan enrolled in St Fiachra’s senior school and
joined 6th class for about one month. She had great praise for St Fiachra’s
teachers and for the Principal Mr. Barrett who encouraged her to join the
local Mercy College. She choose the Mercy College primarily because it is
close to her home.

Sheelan’s first year in the Mercy College was very difficult. A Romanian
and Sheelan were the only two non Irish students in the class.The second year
was much better because by this time Sheelan had made friends and there
were more non lrish in the school. In 2006 there were 25 different
nationalities in the Mercy College and prompted the school to organise an
“International Day” in December 2006.

How do you a Muslim feel about attending a Christian Catholic
school? I find it very interesting and the teachers are really nice and they always
include me in discussions, example Geography, they would mention that | am from
Asia.When doing Religion the teachers would ask me how to pronounce certain
words and would ask me to share information about my country with the class. | feel
by now everybody knows me and Iran they know a lot about Iran (she laughs).When
I was in Kildare the Teachers’in the school brought us to Mass and it was the first
time | saw Mass, everything was feeling new to me and interesting,like you if you go
to Mosque it is interesting for you.

What do you do while the Angelus is being said in school? | always
say my own prayers, | actually think it’s a good thing and all say their own prayers.
All my international friends are Christian and there is only one more Muslim girl in
the school and she came recently from Iraq so there are only two of us Muslims in
the whole school.

Do you practice the Muslim Religion? | try to yes, we are not too strict.
In the Muslim religion you are not forced to go to the Mosque, we pray at home and
it is much more comfortable . | got a good grounding in the Muslim religion and the
Koran in school before I left Iran.My mom always keeps me in touch with my country
and traditions, some days are special days in Iranlike Ramadan.! often did a few
days fasting but never did the whole month.Some days I’'m not allowed to listen to
music because it’s a special day or sad day in my country so we are kind of informed
about it. My mom marks the days on the calendar.

Have you experienced any Discrimination,
Racism or Harassment from your School
Colleagues? Yes, | did at the beginning,it was almost like

. and | still feel after three years, | know they do not do it
on purpose and | know that the students who do it have their
own problems -do you know what | mean? The students who
are really good don’t do it and the ones that do it | don’t know
what their reasons are. | don’t think it’s because of my religion
| am bullied, | think it’s because I'm from another country.
Sometimes when | get bullied | don’t know if it's because of my
Religion or because I'm from another country.

Do you have many friends? Most of my friends are
international students but | have a few lIrish friends also,‘our
gang’ you know (she laughs loudly). My international friends

are from India, Philippians, Romania and Cameroon, two are
from Ireland and myself —‘the gang of seven’.

Do you feel you are being bullied in school? Yes | do,it’s the things
they say and it’s particularly in sport and PE. We play in groups and | now know
which group they are going to be in.There are 10 girls in that group and 7 in our
group.The lines are drawn and nobody is going to try and change itthey know there’s
no pointthe three years they have been together so you can’t force them to move
to the other side. | play sports after school;Volley ball,Badminton,Basket Ball and
some circuit training.’'m really interested in Badminton. It’s something interesting,
most of the people who do the training after school,most are international students,
not the Irish girls, they never join the sports. | enjoy sports after school more than
sports during school because I'm with my own friends and the teacher always lets
us do what we want.He says | know youte a good group so just play what you want.
Mr. O'Reilly is the PE teacher. He knows we are going to get on well with each other
we are there to play. When the Irish girls are present they always mess around,they
don’t want to play.There are always fights.

Sheelan presents me with her recent School Test results.They make for
spectacular reading;l can’t remember seeing a set of results closely resembling
them.All grades ‘A’ —except for English which was grade ‘B’.The comments of
the Teachers were ‘excellent student’.Application comments varied between
‘excellent’ and ‘very good’.The results show;Al in music and Al in Religion.
(she laughs loudly) | hope | do as well in my Junior Cert.

How do the students behave towards you outside of school?
Some of the Irish girls when they meet me outside of school speak to me but some
of them just ignore me. I'm in third year now and the class is split up into different
groups. | know that this is not a good thing and | feel we should not be forced to join
other groups out of your comfort zone. My mother tells me that | should have more
Irish friends and not always be with the international ones and | try to talk and make
friends with the Irish girls but it’s uncomfortable, I try to understand them but it does
not work out.I have one great friend since first year and she is Irish.There are 25
international students in the school right now. Before last year we had no one from
India,now we have six people from India.

So you started a trend? Maybe, kind-of yah! (she laughs) The Teacher
who organized the International Day is from Nigeria and her name is; Ms
Offiah

What do you do to entertain yourself outside of school? On
weekdays after school, | don’t really go outside. On weekends | go out with my
friends, go to the Cinema maybe —the group of seven. | have a friend from my
country —she is not the same age, she is in first year so we have this thing in common
and she lives in Blanchardstown,most of the Iranian groups live in Blanchardstown.
I go out and see them at the weekends. Last year | used to play Tennis in Rockfield
Park but this year | don’t play because of my exams. Other pastimes; | just like
reading books.

Do you miss your home in Iran? No,I see Ireland as my home now. My
Grandparents live in Iran and they come to Ireland to visit. They were here last
summer and stayed for a few months. | have not gone back to Iran since | came to
Ireland —maybe next year. My father lives in Kuwait.l am very happy living in Ireland
and I'm very optimistic, | was always very happy about coming here. It was very
difficult for me at the start like making friends. The things that friends do here are
very different than what friends do in Iran.Here girls of my age go out with their
friends, in my country | would go out with my mom and my family. My country is
much more family centered —you stick with your family, here girls go with their
friends shopping and everything,| go shopping with my mom.Some of the girls are
too much with their friends, they spend all of their time with their friends.They hang
around after school - that’s impossible for me, how do you possibly have time. My
mom just would not let me stay out late, that’s not something | would do.

How much time would you spend studying? [t depends like, naybe
two hours a night,before an exam maybe three four hours.

Do you have a Boyfriend? No,! don’t have a boyfriend —I do have friends who
are boys! (she laughs)

Following are some introductions about the Chinese New Year, | hope you
enjoy the reading of the Chinese culture and once again wish you all the best
in Golden Pig year.

MYTHS

Ancient China,the Nian was a man-eating beast from the mountains (in other
versions from under the sea),which came out every 12 months somewhere
around winter to prey on humans.The people later believed that the Nian
was sensitive to loud noises and the color red, so they scared it away with
explosions,fireworks and the liberal use of the color red.These customs led
to the first New Year celebrations.Guo nian,which means to celebrate the
New Year, literally means the Passover of the Nian.

NEW YEAR PRACTICES

RED PACKETS

Traditionally, red envelopes or red packets are passed out during the Chinese
New Year's celebrations,from married couples or the elderly to unmarried
juniors.lt is common for adults to give red packets to children during this
period.

NEW YEAR MARKETS

Markets are set up near the New Year especially for vendors to sell New Year-
related products.These usually open-air markets feature floral products,toys,
clothing, for shoppers to buy gifts for new year visitations as well as decor for
their homes. The practice of shopping for the perfect plum tree is not
dissimilar to the Western tradition of buying a Christmas tree.

FIREWORKS

Bamboo stems filled with gunpowder that were burnt to create small
explosions were once used in ancient China to drive away evil spirits. In
modern times,this method has eventually evolved into the use of firecrackers
during the festive season. Firecrackers are usually strung on a long fused
string so it can be hung down.Each firecracker is rolled up in red papers,as
red is auspicious, with gunpowder in its core. Once ignited,the firecracker
lets out a loud popping noise and as they are usually strung together by the
hundreds.The firecrackers are known for their deafening explosions which it
is thought to scare away evil spirits.The lighting of firecrackers also signifies a
joyous occasion and has become an integral aspect of Chinese New Year
celebrations.

CLOTHING

Clothing mainly featuring the color red is commonly worn throughout the
Chinese New Year because it is believed that red will scare away evil spirits
and bad fortune. In addition,people typically wear new clothes from head to
toe to symbolize starting anew in the New Year.
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Anti Social Behaviour Orders (ASBOs)

On January Ist 2007 a number of laws came into force to deal with Anti
Social Behaviour problems from adults. On the Ist March 2007 similar laws
were put in place to deal with these same problems from juveniles (persons
between the ages of 12 and |5 years). These laws made up part of the
Criminal Justice Act 2006 and are more commonly known as ASBOs.

What is Anti Social Behaviour?

Anti Social Behaviour is defined as when a person *acts in a way that causes
or, in circumstances, is likely to cause someone harassment, significant or
persistent alarm, distress, fear of intimidation, or impairs their use or
enjoyment of their property in a significant or persistent way.

*Part | | of the Criminal Justice Act 2006

In more basic terms it defines the Anti Social Behaviour as behaviour that
causes ongoing problems from a person or persons that causes alarm,
distress, fear or intimidation. It also covers the loss or enjoyment of a
person’s property through the behaviour of a person or persons.

What should you do if you are affected by Anti Social Behaviour?
Currently Gardai have a number of powers under the Criminal Justice (Public
Order) Act 1994 that can resolve incidents Anti Social Behaviour before
reverting to ASBOs. If you are affected by this behaviour you should contact
your local Garda Station. You should have as much detail of the Anti Social
Behaviour as possible — please remember the incidents must be persistent or
significant in order to allow Gardai to take action.

When Gardai become aware of such behaviour and the member of An Garda
Siochana believes a response other than a prosecution or caution under the
Public Order Act is warranted he/she may issue a Behaviour Warning to the
person or persons involved. The warning will detail the behaviour of the
person or persons and also when and where it took place. The order will
direct a person to stop their behaviour and will explain if they fail to do so
a Behaviour Order may be issued by the Courts. In the case of a juvenile
who fails to obey the warning he/she may the be issued with a Good
Behaviour Contract from the Gardai.

What is a Good Behaviour Contract?

If a juvenile fails to obey a Behaviour Warning a meeting is convened with the
affected juvenile, his/her parent(s) / guardian and the Gardai. These meetings
can only be called by the local Garda Superintendent. At this meeting a
contract is drawn up which is signed by the juvenile his/she parent(s) /
guardian and lasts for a period of 6 months. This can be renewed for a
further period of 3 months. If the contract is broken or in the opinion of
the Garda Superintendent is broken he/she may reconvene a meeting to
renew the contract or refer the matter to the Garda Juvenile Diversion
Programme or apply to the Children’s Court for a Behaviour Order.

A Behaviour Order can last for up to a maximum of 2 years.

What happens in the Courts?

A senior member of An Garda Siochana will apply for the Behaviour Order
which can prohibit the adult or juvenile from breaching any conditions set
out in the order.

A Judge may prohibit persons from acting in a certain way, direct a juvenile
to attend school and plan supervision of the juvenile concerned.

What happens if the Orders are breached?

In the case of an adult the penalty is a fine up to 3000 and or a maximum
of 6 months in prison.

In the case of a juvenile who fails to comply with the order there will be a
fine up to €800 or detention in a detention school for a maximum of 3
months or both.
